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5. PUBLIC WORKS  
 

a. Bernel Road Park Phase 1 Construction Contract  Award  
 

On June 3, 2011, the Public Works Staff opened four bids for the Phase 1 
construction for Bernel Road Park.  The base bid amounts ranged from 
$1,440,000 to $2,170,000.  This project is being funded through a bond sale 
conducted last September and the debt will be retired in 10 years.  A memo from 
the Township Engineer, with the bid tab and graphics illustrating the park layout 
and the playground, is included with the agenda materials. 
 
Staff recommends awarding the contract to Glenn O. Hawbaker, Inc., for the 
Base Bid and Alternate No. 1A for a total amount of $1,513,000. 
 
The Board should consider action to award the contract.

c.   Designation Of Centre Lifelink As Primary Emergency Medical Service 
(EMS)  Provider 

 
Centre LifeLink has asked the Centre Region municipalities to select the 
organization as their primary EMS provider. The Centre Region Council of 
Governments(COG) Public Safety Committee had several concerns about the 
request and a follow-up meeting was held on May 11, 2011 with Centre LifeLink 
Executive Director Scott Rawson and Board Chair Mr. Rod Beard.  
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7.   ADMINISTRATION  (Continued)  
 

c.   Designation Of Centre Lifelink As Primary Emergency Medical Service 
(EMS)  Provider  (Continued)  

 
One of the options considered by the Committee is that each municipality (not 
including Halfmoon Township) adopts a resolution that designates Centre 
LifeLink as its �primary� emergency medical services provider with this 
designation reviewed in five years. 

 
During its discussion the Committee noted that the draft resolution included with 
the agenda materials:  
 
�Will not change the response areas for Penn State University, Port Matilda, or 
Warriors Mark. 
 

�Will not prevent other EMS providers from entering the market for non- 
emergency transports. However, unless the municipalities agree otherwise, 
the new EMS provider would not be eligible for emergency responses. 

 
The COG Executive Committee has recommended that the municipalities 
adopt a resolution that designates Centre LifeLink as its primary emergency 
medical services provider within its current service area, and further that this 
designation be reviewed by the General Forum and the municipalities in five 
years with annual submission of financial information to COG. 

 
The Board should consider action to adopt the proposed resolution.

1)  2011 Street Overlays Contract Award 
 


On June 9th bids were opened for the 2011 Street Overlays Contract.  A copy of 
the Township Engineer’s bid tabulation and recommendation is enclosed.  The 
Board should consider action to award the contract as recommended by the 
Engineer to New Enterprise Stone and Lime as the low bidder at $98,880.75.

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2)  Bernel Road Park Walking Path Easement   
 


The Parks Project Manager has secured a 20 foot-wide walkway easement from 
the Crusts, who own the property adjacent to the proposed Bernel Road Park.  
The Parks Project Manager continues to work with Penn State to complete the 
connection to the Kristina Circle neighborhood. 


 
It is recommended that the Board of Supervisors adopt a Resolution 
accepting the walking path easement.  
 


 
b. Planning and Zoning 


 
 
1) Temporary Use Permit:  Penn State Federal Credit Union 


 
The Penn State Federal Credit Union located at 1937 North Atherton Street is 
requesting a temporary use permit to display vehicles and motorcycles for sale 
on their premises once a month, beginning in May 2011 and ending in November 
2011.   The vehicles and motorcycles, to be provided by local dealers, would be 
displayed in the grassy areas of the site, as shown on the attached illustration, 
and would not exceed a total of five (5). The purpose of the display is to attract 
new auto and motorcycle lending business. The bank is located in the C-1 
Commercial zoning district, within which the retail sales of vehicles is permitted.  
Because of the proposed location of the displays, there will be no effect on the 
vehicular or pedestrian traffic circulation of the site.  No additional lighting has 
been proposed.     
 
The agenda material includes a location map, a cover letter from Penn State 
Federal Credit Union and a site illustration.  
 
The Planning Commission recommends approval of this permit with the following 
conditions:  
 


• Prior to issuance of a permit, the proposed specific day/s of each month 
and hours of the sale need to be provided. 


 
It is recommended that the Board of Supervisors approve the 
Temporary Use permit as recommended. 
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b. Planning and Zoning (continued) 
 


2)  Sewage Planning Module:  Green-Rogers Estate 
 


Mr. Gary Green and Ms. Kathleen Rogers have submitted a Component 1 
sewage planning module for the property at 423 Meeks Lane.  (A request for 
planning waiver and non-building declaration accompanies the module.  This is 
for the residual tract of land not being built upon.)  The corresponding Tax IDs for 
the parcels, which contain approximately 123 acres and are situated within the A-
1 Rural Zoning District, are 18-301-43, 43G and 43K.  During the January 26, 
2011 meeting of the Board of Supervisors, the Board approved, with conditions, 
the related subdivision for the site.   
 
Act 537 Sewage Facilities’ planning is the duty of local municipalities and each 
municipality is required to have an Act 537 Official Sewage Facilities Plan to 
adequately address sewage disposal needs. In Patton Township, adoption of a 
planning module by resolution of the Board of Supervisors is the vehicle for 
legally amending the Township’s Official Plan for sewage disposal needs.   In 
reviewing a Component 1 sewage planning module, a municipality is provided 
with a document to satisfy the sewage planning for subdivisions of 10 lots or less 
for single-family dwellings to be served by on-lot disposal.  All soil testing is field 
verified by the Township Sewage Enforcement Officer.   
 
The agenda material includes a Component 1 sign-off sheets and the Planning 
Waiver and Non-Building Declaration Summary Sheet 
 
The Planning Commission recommends approval. 
 


 It is recommended that the Board of Supervisors adopt a Resolution 
approving the sewage planning module. 


 
 


3)  Access Agreement for Pediatric Dental Care and Orthodontics 
 


In December, 2010, the Board conditionally approved a Land Development Plan 
for the subject development located at the intersection of Gray’s Woods 
Boulevard and Ghaner Road.  One of the conditions of approval was the 
extension of vehicle access to the adjacent parcel within the Office Buffer District 
upon development of said parcel at some point in the future.  To avoid potential 
litigation, as arose regarding the access from the College 9 Theater to the Lowe’s 
Center property, the details of providing access and compensation for the access  
have been laid out in the proposed agreement. 
 
The Solicitor was involved in the development of the Agreement and 
recommends the Board approve the document as presented.  A copy of the 
Agreement is included with the agenda materials.

3)  Access Agreement for Pediatric Dental Care and Orthodontics (continued) 
 


It is recommended that the Board approve the “Memo of 
Understanding Regarding Future Access to Adjacent Lot” and 
authorize the Chair to sign the Agreement on behalf of the Township.

Mr. Doug Erickson:


My wife and I own the property at 454 Douglas Drive in Patton Township.  Because of an unexpected
professional opportunity, we are moving to Beijing for a couple of years.  Our plans are to return to
State College and to this residence. 


 


During our absence we plan to rent out our house.  In fact, we have already arranged for a professor
from South Korea and his wife to rent our house beginning at the end of July.  They are taking a
sabbatical and spending the year at Penn State.


 


While conducting the rental inspection of our home June 3 and 6, Joanne Lopinsky stated that the
house has occupancy for only one person.  She informed us that the Patton Township rental code
requires that a room have 150 sq. ft. to allow two-person occupancy and 100 sq. ft. to allow one-
person occupancy. 


 


The house has four bedrooms, 1.5 bathrooms, and a total of 1820 sq. ft. of living space space.  When I
measured the floor space of each room, I found that they were 140, 120, 108, and 102 square feet. 
However, our house has a slanted roof with some slanting walls, and I measured each room at the
floor level.  Ms. Lopinsky informed us that the square footage needs to be measured at 5 ft. high, in
which case she found that only one of the rooms exceeds 100 sq. ft.  She measured the second
largest room to be 98-99 sq. ft.  The other two rooms were also only slightly smaller than 100 sq. ft.


 


Patton Township’s ordinance causes us a hardship.  It seems strange that a 1820 sq. ft. house should
have an allowable occupancy of only one person.  The house seems more than spacious enough for
my wife and I, and we feel that it would easily be large enough to raise two children; in fact, the
previous owners lived there along with their three children.  However, under the current rental code, we
can only rent this spacious house to one individual.  That would prove an unfortunate waste of a lovely
house and appears to be an unintended consequence of the ordinance.


 


Lastly, we understand that College and Ferguson Townships have dropped the stricter room size
requirement.   We assume  College and Ferguson Townships modified their ordinances because of
unintended consequences similar to our 1820 sq. ft. home having an occupancy for only one person. 
Their new regulation that requires a single occupancy room to have at least 70 sq. ft. and a double
occupancy room to have at least 120 sq. ft. seems much more reasonable.

SUBJECT: Minimum Bedroom Size for Rental Properties 
 
DATE:  June 10, 2011 
 
Walt Schneider, Director of Centre Region Codes Administration, told me that this issue has 
arisen in other municipalities also.   
 
With adoption of the Centre Region Property Maintenance Code in April 2010 (effective June 1, 
2010)  the minimum bedroom sizes for new rentals were increased at the request of the 
Borough of State College.   
 
I do not believe there was any intention to exclude homes as noted in the email from being used 
as rental properties. 
 
Dr. Schneider told me that the other municipalities have corrected this matter by replacing the 
current minimum bedroom size regulations with those in place prior to June 1, 2010.  This would 
reduce the required minimum bedroom size from 100 square feet to 70 square feet. 
 
I recommend that the Board take action to initiate this change to the Property Maintenance 
Code for Patton Township.
