Q: Who do I contact about a sewer problem? 

 
A:  If you are on the public sewer system, please call University Area Joint Authority (UAJA) at 
(814) 238-9662. If you have an on-lot septic system please contact Mary Kay Lupton at (814) 592-
9217. 

 
Q: Who do I call if a street light is out? 

 
A:  If a street light is out, please contact West Penn Power at (800) 686-0021. If possible, please 
have the pole number; this will make it easier for West Penn Power to locate the proper pole. 

 
Q: Who do I call with questions regarding my Comcast cable bill? 

 
A:  Please contact Comcast at (800) 266-2278. 

 
Q: How can I get a dog license? 

 
A:  You can get a dog license at the Township Office or at the Centre County Treasurer's Office at 
the Willowbank Building in Bellefonte.

Patton North 1 (Precinct 64) - Oakwood Presbyterian Church, 1901 Waddle Road. 

Patton North 2 (Precinct 65) - Good Shepherd Catholic Church, 867 Grays Woods Blv. 

Patton South 1 (Precinct 66) - Park Forest Village UMC, 1833 Park Forest Avenue 

Patton South 2 (Precinct 67) - Oakwood Presbyterian Church, 1901 Waddle Road 

Patton South 3 (Precinct 68) - Park Forest Baptist Church, 3030 Carnegie Drive 

Q: Where are the Patton Township Offices located? 

 
A:  Our address is 100 Patton Plaza, State College, PA  16803. The Township building entrance is 
the second right off of Green Tech Drive. 

 
Directions: 

 
 Coming from Penn State, Boalsburg, and all other points east on N. Atherton Street 

 
Go North on Atherton Street until you come to the Valley Vista Drive/North Atherton Street 
intersection. At the light, turn right. At the Valley Vista Drive/Green Tech Drive traffic light, turn 
right onto Green Tech Dirve and take the second right. 

 
 Coming from the northeast or on US 322/US 220/I-99 

 
Follow Route 322 West and take the Valley Vista exit (Exit 69). At the Valley Vista Drive/Green 
Tech Drive traffic light, turn left and take the second right. 

 
 Coming from Philipsburg, Clearfield, or Altoona 

 
Proceed to Route 322 East.  Follow 322 East to the North Atherton STreet or Business 322 (Exit 
69). At the traffic light at Valley Vista Drive/North Atherton Street, turn left. At the traffic light at 
Valley Vista Drive/Green Tech Drive, turn right and take the second right. 
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
